Recipe of the Month
Carrot and Zucchini Fritters

Start with one zucchini and about two medium
carrots, grating them on the big side of a cheese

grater. Add in a small sweet onion, finely chopped
and set aside this mixture to dry out for 10-15

minutes. After letting the veggies rest, wrap them
in a cheese cloth or a few paper towels and give
them a good wring so they come out crispy and
delicious. Then combine your dried vegetables
with two beaten eggs to make your batter. In a

seperate bowl, combine flour, breadcumbs,
baking powder, slat, garlic powder, salt and

pepper. Combine the wet and dry ingredients, and
heat a pan with 3-4 tablespoons of oil of your

choosing. Once the pan reaches medium-heat,
add in tablespoons of batter and fry for 3-4

minutes on each side or until golden brown and
beautiful. Serve as a side dish or eat them as a
snack, with sour cream or apple sauce! Easy to
batch and store in the fridge until snack time,

these firtters will soon become a staple in your
household.
